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A growing trend in the legal field to purchase generic legal document packages for a very cheap price has left many people with the mistaken notion that “one size fits all” and with the incorrect belief that their interests are taken care of.  Growing numbers of people are purchasing stock packages from retail vendors without noticing that these packages carry disclaimers that certain provisions may not be valid in some states.  Accordingly, a growing number of people are creating their own wills, trusts, llcs, corporations, and a variety of other legal documents under the belief that their interests are well taken care of.  

The problem with this approach is that it is much like a doctor prescribing a strong pain medication for a sick individual.  While that medication may be helpful for a number of individuals, it could also quickly cover up symptoms that ought not to be ignored and that ought to be treated immediately – that medication could seriously decrease the overall health of that sick individual.  Similarly, while a generic will may be valid in Alabama, it may not be valid in Utah.  Similarly, certain llc provisions may be enforceable in New York but they may not be enforceable in Utah so purchasing a generic package, filling in the blanks, and “crossing your fingers” is usually quite risky.  One size never fits everyone in the legal field.  
If you have legal needs but fear that the costs are more than you can afford, there is a better option.  Ask an attorney about “unbundling” services.
